| am pleased to inform you that the children in Year 6 have been invited to participate in the Crucial
Crew scheme taking place next week on Thursday, 3@ July. This scheme, which is organised by
Telford & Wrekin Council, is targeted at 10-11 year old children aiming to equip them with essential
life skills as they transition to secondary school. The scheme covers a range of topics, including:

¢ avoiding becoming victims of crime
¢ coping with dangerous situations

e learning social responsibility

¢ understanding the role of the Police

This takes place during the school day at Telford College. The children will be transported to and
from the event by coach and will leave school at approximately 9.15am and return for 2.45pm.
Therefore, arrangements for the end of the school day will be as normal.

What to wear
